Key Stage 3

Flood!

What causes floods? What
impact do they have on people
and wildlife? How can rivers
be managed?

The workshop will consolidate
students' understanding of the
water cycle, river processes,
flooding, and the balance
between human and
environmental relationships in a
river drainage basin. They will
learn about large-scale
management methods along the
River Thames and review
advantages and disadvantages of
different flood protection
methods. The workshop
primarily focuses on the Thames,
with a particular emphasis on the
area between the River & Rowing
Museum and Marsh Lock.

Write Me a River
Creating individual and group
poems inspired by the River
Thames and Museum objects

Focusing on textual and
imaginative skills - simile and
metaphor, editing, sequencing and
voice - students create individual
and group poems inspired by the
River Thames and Museum
objects. The workshop culminates
in a performance of their work.

Rowing for Gold
Compare a rower's training for
the London Olympics, past and
future. Discover what it takes to
be an Olympic rower

Rowing is used as the foundation
for exploring nutrition, healthy
living, history and sporting
values through lots of practical
experiments and activities.
Especially suitable as an
enrichment week focus.

Key Stage 4

Thames in Flood
Henley's experience of flooding
provides a case study for
evaluating flood management

Students examine the causes

of recent Thames floods using
photographs, hydrographs, a local
case study, and field mapping.
The short, medium and long-term
methods of flood management
are considered and the small scale
protection methods in the area
around the Museum are
reviewed. Students carry out a
decision making exercise on
alternative ways of protecting
Henley from future flooding.
